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Abstract

The purposes of this descriptive study were to
determine the stressors and identify the relationships between
stressors and demographic data of infertile Chinese women.
Study subjects consisted of 100 infertile women attended the
infertility clinic at the Second Teaching Hospital of China
Medical University between December, 1995 and January, 1996.
The instrument used for data colléction was the stressors
assessment guestionnaire developed based on the Neuman System
Model by the reseacher. The content validity was tested and
the reliability was obtained by means of Cronbach’'s alpha
coefficient at 0.9041. Descriptive statistics, one way
- analysis of variance, and Chi-sqguare test were used to analyze

data.
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The results of the stuéy revealed that:

1. Among the stressors of infertile Chinese women,
extrapersonal stressors were the highest followed by the
interpersonal and intrapersonal stressors respectively. There
were statistically significant differences between them at the
level of 0.0001.

2. Among six items of the extrapersconal stressors, two
of them were high level of stressors, no moderate level of
stressors. There was one low level of stressor while the rest
three items were not stressors.

3. Among 22 items of the interpersonal stressors,
there was no high level of stressors, seven moderate level of
stressors and nine low level of stressors. The other six items
were not stressors.

4. Among 22 items of the intrapersocnal stressors,
there was one each for high and moderate level of stressor.
There was 15 low level of stressors while the rest five items
were not stressors.

5. There were no statistically significant differences
between stressors and duration of marriage, family type,.

educational level and duration of treatment.
