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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to 1) develop an English additional subject for fourth
grade level learners in the secondary schools, Chiang Mai Province, 2) study the
results of the English additional subject development and implementation, and
3) study the stakeholders’ participation in and opinions about the English additional
subject development. The target group from Kawilawittayalai School and
Sankampaeng School consisted of 2 English teachers, 62 learners, 62 parents, and 14
Educational Institution Board Committee Members. The research instruments
consisted of two checklists, three questionnaires and seven evaluation instruments.
The statistics used for data analysis were mean, standard deviation and percentage.
The research results would be presented regarding to the research objectives as follows.

The results revealed that the English additional subject was systematically
developed through the action research cyclical moments: planning, action, observation
and reflection. The teachers designed the course by following the 11 steps of the
English course design:1) needs analysis, 2) strands and benchmarks analysis,

3) learning standards analysis, 4) intended learning outcomes stipulation, 5) subject
contents stipulation, 6) course description formulation, 7) learning units stipulation,
8) learning materials and resources organizing, 9) learning activities arrangement,
10) lesson plans building, and 11) course syllabus evaluation.



The results of the English additional subject development and implementation
showed that the course was approved by the experts. The teachers taught effectively
by focusing on the student-centred strategy with the stages of communicative
approach. The teachers’ teaching quality in every issue was at the highest level. The
learners gained more self-confidence in English communication and they could apply
the language knowledge in their daily life. Their grade point average was 3.10 which
was at a good level and higher than the set criteria. The teachers gained more
knowledge and experience about the English course design and English language
teaching.

For the aspect of the stakeholders’ participation in and opinions about the
English additional subject development, it was revealed that the stakeholders
participated in the English curriculum development at the preparation and the
learners’ learning outcomes evaluation steps. They satisfied at a high level for the
participation in the English curriculum development and they satisfied at the highest
level for the quality of the English additional subject that the teachers designed.
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
