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Abstract

The purpose to this study was to compare the experimental groups’ English
research report writing abilities and motivation before and after using metacognitive
learning strategies. The experimental and control groups were 20 randomly assigned
first year EFL nursing students with similar GPA’s in the fundamental (001204)
English for Health Science course, second semester of the academic year 2009 at
Chiang Mai University. There were two types of research instruments. The first type
used was the experimental instrument, which consisted of 18 integrated lessons using
metacognitive learning strategies for experimental group. The second type used was
pre-post research writing test and pre-post experimental group motivational
questionnaire. The data was analyzed by comparing the values of experimental and
control groups’ means, percentage and standard deviations of posttest research report
writing test scores and experimental groups’ motivation questionnaire before and after

the MLS treatment.



The results showed that:

1. The experimental groups’ research report writing abilities improved
significantly after using of metacognitive learning strategies.

2. The experimental groups’ research report writing abilities were higher than
the control groups’ scores using traditional learning strategies.

3. The experimental groups’ motivation has increased (25%) from moderate to

more after using metacognitive learning strategies.
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
