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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were 1) to analyze the characteristics affecting the
success of successful farmers and unsuccessful farmers in applying the sufficiency
economy in their life and to analyze the actual characteristics which hamper the
farmers living in the area not to join in Huay Sai Royal Development Study Center, 2)
to find out the pattern, the approach and the way which drive the sufficiency economy
of Huay Sai Royal Development Study Center, and 3) to present as a guidance for the
sufficiency economy driving process of Huay Sai Royal Development Study Center.
Samples used in this study are the farmers who live in the villages surrounding the
Huai Sai Royal Development Study Center and a members of the Huai Sai Royal
Development Study Center. The farmers were divided into 3 groups which are
1) successful farmers: 39 sample, 2) Unsuccessful farmers: 127 sample, and 3) not
participating farmers: 368 samples, a total of 534 cases.

The research ‘The Process Driving Sufficiency Economy Philosophy in Huay
Sai Royal Development Study Center, Phetchaburi Province’ was integrative in nature

combining both quantitative research and qualitative research.



The research tools used for collecting data include questionnaires, group
meetings, note taking, photographs, video recording, observation, and in-depth
interview.

The data are gathered from answers given during the personal interviews and
daily conversations among the researcher (a data collector) and the interviewers
(primary data resources) which clearly reflect participants’ opinions. The village
meetings and community highpark involved discussions on the topics relevant to the
philosophy of sufficiency economy in which participants’ opinions are revealed in the
questionnaires. The researcher also studies academic documents, research reports of
relevant theories, journals, articles, press media, reports from the farmers’ meetings,
and other resources from both government and private sections in order to support the
analysis. Descriptive anylysis method was used to analyze the data. The finding
which was interpreted using descriptive statistic and content anylysis according to the
qualitative research study framework revealed clear answers to the research questions.

The result showed that personal characteristics, economic, social, and
environmental characteristics, cultural characteristics, and policy and planning
characteristics do not significantly correlate with the success of the three groups of
farmers. However, the characteristics that creates success among the farmers is a good
understanding of the sufficiency economy philosophy: having high intention the
participate in activities related to the philosophy, interest in leaning and solving
problems together, and accepting and applying the idea into practice. In addition, the
farmers need to know how to save. To drive the philosophy of sufficiency economy
into success, they should cooperate management patterns of different organizations in
the community, such as Credit Union Cooperative, The Village Bank, Saja Saving
Group, etc., which are base on the idea of economizing.

The approach to drive the philosophy of sufficiency economy in Huay Sai
Royal Development Study Center should be expanded to transfer knowledge from

generations to generations in order to enhance the sustainability and support farmers.
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
