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Abstract

The aim of this research was to examine the preferences of the people in
aesthetic response to the environment in front of the Hue Citadel in Vietnam. The
study was conducted base on the theories and literatures of environmental behavior
study and visual preferences.

The study was concentrated on the route from a tourist parking-lot to a main
entrance of the Hue Citadel. The photographic observation along this area used the
digital camera. Five photos were carried out and represented for variations of the
feature attributes of the environment.

The research has obtained the perceptions in aesthetics of the environment in
front of the Hue Citadel base on gathering of preference evaluations. Seven factors of
aesthetic responses to the environment (stimulating, beautiful, harmonious, pleasant,
exciting, sympathetic, and like factors) were investigated; the questionnaires were

contributed to evaluate. Four-hundred-and-four participants were chosen.



The results were analyzed in the frequency, descriptive, One-way ANOVA,
and correlate analyses. Three research topics of the study which are: the data of
individual factors; aesthetic response; and correlations of aesthetic response’s factors
with preference were discussed.

The results indicated that people prefer the environment with more vegetation,
shading image, well ordered, and systematic spatial configurations. Besides, this
research also revealed the significant of preference in aesthetic responses to the
environment in front of the Hue Citadel; and there are relationships among like-factor
(preference) and the other factors of aesthetic response, in which people respond to
the environment aesthetic with strong correlations amongst preference with hedonic
dimensions as pleasantness and beauty.

Several suggestions were given to help improving the preferences of the

environment in front of the Hue Citadel.
