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ABSTRACT

The study aims to empirically examine the effects of two business orientations,
including entrepreneurial orientation and collaborative orientation on business
sustainability as measured by economic, social, and environmental outcomes, and to

examine moderating effects of environment uncertainty on the associations.

Based on self-administered questionnaires collecting data from 251 small and
medium enterprises in Thailand, the study finds that entrepreneurial orientation
positively affects only economic outcomes, while collaborative orientation positively
affects business sustainability. For moderating effect, environment uncertainty
moderates the relationship between entrepreneurial orientation and economic outcomes
but not the relationship between collaborative orientation and business sustainability.
Hence, small and medium enterprises should seek for collaborative orientation to

achieving business sustainability.
