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ABSTRACT

Clinical performance appraisal of nursing students is essential for ensuring that
they will be qualified nurse graduates. Several factors were found to be related to
clinical performance. This descriptive correlation study aimed to explore clinical
performance and to identify the relationship between clinical performance and its
related factors, including self concept and academic achievement of nursing students in
nursing colleges of Kathmandu, Nepal. The sample consists of 185 nursing students
from 12 nursing colleges. Research instruments were the Six Dimension of Nursing
Performance Scale (6-D Scale) and the Professional Self Concept Nurse Instrument
(PSCNI). The Cronbach’s alpha coefficient of the 6-D Scale and the PSCNI were .96
and .84 respectively. Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics and Spearman’s

Rank-Order correlation coefficient.
The results of the study revealed that:

1. Self concept as perceived by nursing students was at a moderate level.

2. Clinical performance as perceived by nursing students was at a high level.

3. There was a statistically significant positive moderate correlation between self
concept and clinical performance.

4. There was a statistically significant positive weak correlation between

academic achievement and clinical performance.



Results from this study could be used as baseline information for administrators of
nursing institutions in developing strategies to enhance clinical performance of nursing

students by considering its related factors.
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
