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ABSTRACT

This entire thesis deals with the characteristics of Cambodia, mainly on behavior and
attitude toward Thailand, and whether or not there is a rationale limitation under rational
choice theory in socioeconomics to establish friendship with the Thais. There are two
divisions in this study according to the objectives of the research matching with two
econometric models: Logit Model is mainly used to estimate binary outcomes and Ordered
Probit Models (OPM) are tested with categorical outcomes from the survey. Firstly, we
determine to explore the factors of Cambodians to establish friendship with the Thais, with
binary outcomes of Logit from yes=1 and no=0 to make friends with the Thais. Secondly, we
explore the intention factors which enable Cambodians’ decision making to establish
friendship in a peaceful relation with Thais by categories. The attitude has been tackled with
online survey questionnaires to make use of advanced technology and collected Cambodia’s
respondents for 415 samples. It reveals that demographic variables (age, gender,
income..etc.) do not seriously impact Cambodians’ decision making, yet on intention to get
involved with Thais do play vital role mainly on education variables. Regarding rationale
factors on overall perceptions, who have had experience with Thais such as traveling

experiences, do have significant impacts on Cambodians’ individual decision making toward



Thailand. This will pioneer future research inferences on behavioral economics and limited

rationality theory between Cambodia and Thailand.
