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ABSTRACT

Ecotourism is one kind of alternative tourism, which is in high demand so ecotourism
accommodation and development are also necessary. Architecture of accommodation is
accordingly affected by the culture, traditions and habits of the local people, and has
evolved over time in correspondence to the behavior and changes made in the
surrounding environment, especially in Chiang Mai city of Thailand. This research
analyses the existing problems and proposes design criteria for the development of
accommodation in Doi Suthep Pui National Park and in terms of ecotourism from
architectural perspective. To understand an ecotourism problems, researcher use
qualitative approach such as reviewing of existing situation, tourist questionnaire and
interviews. Doi Suthep Pui National Park is facing various problems such as falling
number of tourist, lack of proper management from authorities, lack of architectural
heritage management, manmade disasters and even forgetting true meaning of

ecotourism. It is explained through the maps, graph, charts and other graphical data.

The main problem of decreasing number of tourist is solved by correcting data from
interviewing policy makers. From interview, it is found that there are no policies in
developing new place for accommodation, so the derived criteria from methodologies
can be used for accommodation in buffer zone of Doi Suthep -Pui National Park. The
criteria are based on the 11 determining factors, which are individually compared with

literature and methodologies. That is, in design and architecture, accommodation must



use vernacular design and local architectural style with local materials, in local
involvement and conservation, accommodation must provide tourists about cultural do’s
and don’ts, in energy use, accommodation must avoid air conditions and refrigerator, in
transportation, accommodation must use electric vehicles, in construction and materials,
accommodation must choose local and efficient building materials and techniques. In
water, accommodation must use eco-friendly ways to save water, in land use and
ecology, accommodation must conserve important trees and buildings. In health,
accommodation must provide small health clinics for tourist, in pollution,
accommodation must separate solid and liquid waste, in sustainable technologies,
accommodation must use sustainable heating and cooling methods and in accreditation,
accommodation must be registered to international organization. Proposed criteria can
be used for the future development of accommodation at Doi Suthep-Pui National Park.
Finally, accommodation design guidelines for homestay in Doi Suthep-Pui National
Park was recommended. These guidelines can be used by architect, planners, policy
makers, eco tourist and local people to develop a new model or sustainable environment

for ecotourism.
