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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study is to explore and analyze the roles and images of
Muslim women as portrayed in The Blood of Flowers by Anita Amirrezvani using the
concept of Feminism and patriarchal society. The purpose of this study is to study how
gender roles and images of Muslim women are portrayed through female characters in
The Blood of Flowers and to investigate how some female characters liberate

themselves and resist patriarchal power in traditional Muslim society.

From the results of the study, it can be concluded that all female characters are
oppressed differently by traditional Islamic religious and patriarchal society. Though
female characters encounter in living condition differently, the female protagonist
expresses her resistance through empowering herself more clearly than other female
characters. This study employs the analysis of characters, conversation and situations of
women to create an understanding of how they are oppressed in traditional Islamic
religious and patriarchal society. Feminist theory helps to explore how the female
protagonist shows her resistance for liberating herself. This study will help strengthen

and create more awareness of Muslim women’s issues and rights.
