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The Purposa of this study was two fold, First, it was
intended to search for an appropriate organizing model of
instructional media services among public secondary schools in the
Muang Distriect cluster,‘ Chonburi Province, Secondly it wae also
aimed at identifying guidelines leading to the catagorization and
.clas‘sification of such media, hence better service,

411 a~v teachers in the cluster served as population of
the study.

The instruments used to collect data were questionaires
and interview guidelines, The data then were analyred with the
following results : fixing any school as e service center, the
center of instru‘.ctic;tml media services available from Monday

through Friday between 7,30 aem, to 4.30 p.m, Each type of media



was allowed a 6=7 days check-out period, the hahdling of which
was done by the center ataff; The center's executive committee
was composed of administrators and a-v teachers of every school
within the cluster. It was also suggested that cluster schools
should be informed monthly of any new instructional media and
other related developments,.

The following items comprised the instructional media
the center should produce : Video tapes, films, slides and
filmgtripss On t.he other hand, the school within the cluster
should produce the following instructional media : cassette tapes,
transparencies, diagram charts and maps.

As regards the categorization and classification of the
instructional media, the following steps were indentified :

1, register all instructional media ; 2. produce item and index .
cards 8o as to facilitate the search for needed media ; 3.
institute ‘pre-aervice technical processes ; and 4. return
instructional media to their proper places according to their

types and call numbers,
