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Abstract

The purpose of this research we.re to study the conditions of
supervision within the primary schools in Tak Province in different
aspects namely, supervisory projects, supervj.sdry activities,
evaluation of the projects and activities and their effects, including
problems and obstacles occurred during supervisory process within

the schoolse.

The research samples and population included 454 involved
personnels consisting of 29 chairmen of school-cluster committees,
140 school principals, 145 school-cluster academic teachers, and

140 school academic teachers.



Rating scales and checklists were used to collect data

which were then analyzed by calculation of percentéges (%) means

(X) standard deviations (S.D.), and population means (M)

The findings revealed the small amount of pragtice was done
in orientation for teachers befare the first schc:olé‘ term, materials
servi;:e, and academic rank promotion, (X = 3.51-4.50). But other
supervisory activities, i.c., orientation for new teachers,
couselings in academic or pers'o:ihl problems, enhancement for and
instructional development, instructional observations, detrnriétratiou
of teaching using of local resources, produd.gg texts, instructional
evaluation, and collecting community data relating to teaching and
1earning; were iess précticed, (;: = 2¢51~3.50). The same small
amount of practice was done also in projectional. activities evaluation,
(X = 2.51-3.50). There was not much effect of projects and

supervisory activities in all aspects.

Problems of supervision I\Cltthin the schools mostly found were
lack of clear .objectives and goals, difficulty for the supervisors
and supervised in proceeding of supervisory steps, Ovexwhelming
tasks on the part of supervision, lack of support from upper-level
.units in terms of budget and eounseling, lack of resource personnel
to provide knowledge and understanding concerning educational
