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Abstract

This research aimed at evéluating the 1981 core courses of the
social studies curriculum at the upper secondary school level. The
areas of studies included purposes, contents, learning and teaching
activities, and learning outcomes. Furthermoré,.this research looked
into the problems concerning with the implementation of the curriculum
mentidned above.

The subjects used in this research were 213 program chairmen
and social studies teachers and 489 students in upper secondary school
in Educational Region 87

The instruments used in data collecting were questionaires.
The data were analyzed by percentage, mean (X), and standard deviation
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The result indicated the teachers view as follow :

The course objectives were most appropriate in the area of the
congruent. with the governing policy of the country, the requirement of
the society and the age of the students. The object.ives were clear.
The contents were most appropriate in terms of its flexbility to the‘
daily life, an& promot ing students ethics and the contents were
valuable. The learning and teaching activities were most appropriate
in regarding with utilization of books and materials. The evaluation
of learning outcoﬁes were most appropriate in designing the courses as
required courses.

The problems of teaching and learning activities were the
shortage of special rooms for social studies, the special rooms for
students to work on their proljects, and lacked of encouraging teachers
to organize fieldtrips. There were élso prcblems on remedial planning,
giving extra lessons to students who passed the tests and the
production of remedial medias.

In student's views on learning and teaching activities, the’
students reported that the teachefs based on the objectives and
declared the objectives to the students beforehand. The occasional
activities were remedial teachings, giving extra lessons to students

who passed the tests, and the utilization of audio-visual aids.
