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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to construct the social studies
instructional module on "Civil Rights and Responsibilities" for

Matayomsuksa 2 students which meet the standard criteria of 90/90

The 1nstrhcf.iona1 module is composed of the following parts @
Introduction, Teachers' Guide, Students' Guide, Activities, Exercises
and Pretest-Posttest. In the module, there are five units : Unit 1 deals
with the definition, the significance and the origin of the concept of
rights and responsibilities ; Unit 2 the origin and the relationship of
rights and responsibilities ; Unit 3 the classification of rights

(freedom) according to laws : Unit 4 the exercise of rights, the transfer



and revocation of rights ; and Unit 5 civil rights. In each unit,
students can select only one of two alternative activities based on

individual interest, ability and aptitude.

The module was tried out in three steps with 37 Matayomsuksa 2
students of Chiangmai University Demonstration School. They were
one-to-one testing, small group testing, i.e., composed of 5 students
with different level of intelligence, and field testing with a class
of thirty students. The module was improved and then administered
with ninety-three Matayomsuksa 2 students of Sanpatong Wittayakom

School in Sanpatong District, Chiang Mai Province.

The resulting effectiveness of the module was subsequently
established at 93.99/97.31, higher than the set 90/90 criteria
