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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to design an instructional
package on the topic of Profile Levelling for higher vocational
certificate students, and to evaluate the package’s efficiency using
80/80 criterion.

The author utilized Dick and Carey instructional design model
as a guide line for developing the package which consisted of the
following components : determining learning target, identifying the
learning achievement, learners analyzing, selecting 1earnihg_
activities, writing instruébional objectives and constructing -
criterion referenced test items. The Hamphill and Westie’s technigue
was used to assure the validity and the reliability of the test items.

Upon'the.completion, the package was tried out in four phases.
Phase one, tried out with an instructor who taught the' topic to
determine its communicative capability. It was found that Lhe message

in the package can communicate well.



Phase two, bried out with students .to determine the process
through out, the paqkage. During the try oub period, one teacher took
a note of students’ learning activities to see the appropriateness
of activities and media usea. It was found that some instructional
mediz need redesign to make Fhem more handy.

Phase three, tried out with a group of nine students to
determine the package’s efficiency. It was found that the efficiency
rate is 88.89/85.92 which is better thap the efficiency rate proposed .
prior to the construction of the package.

Phase four, tried out with the large group of studen£s. Thirty
students participated in the try out. It was found that the package
can help the studenﬁs learn the topic, well above the pfoposgd
efficiency rate. (86.67/86.33 against 50.00/80.00 rate) It was also
found that the post-test mean scores are significantly higher than
the pre-test mean scores (at .01 level.)

It was concluded tﬁﬁt the package enabled the studeﬁts to learn

the topic well.
