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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to synthesize the findings
from the theses of education in HMaster’s degree of Educational
Administration, Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai University during
academic years 1984-1990 and also to set up the bibliography of these
theses. - |

70 theses of graduate students in FEducational Administration,
Faculty of ZEducation, Chiang Mai University during academic years
1884-1990 were studied by developping the forms for recording the
findings of these theses according to the bibliography structure from
thesis writing manual of the Faculty of Edqcation, Chiang Mai
University (1891 page 42), The results of which can be concluded as

follows :




The results of the theses findings synthesis can be categorized

into 5 parts as follows :

Part. 1. The finding concerning educational administrators that ‘

they should have the following characters as posing leadership, human
relationship and ability in work performance as well as being
coordinator, professional and responsible. Besides, they should
perform their work base on the principles of virtuous existence and
assistance as well.

Part. 2. The finding regarding the process of educational
adninistration that educational administrators should perform their
work according to the process or steps of educational administration
as present situation study, problems and needs, planning,
implementat.ion and evaluation at the high level. But so far, there had
been some problems and obstacles in their work performance as the lack
of qualified personnel, data for plamning and financial support, ete.

Part. 3. The finding dealing with the administration of
educat.ional administrators that most of the educational administrators
realized the necessity and accepted their 8 roles and functions at
the high level.

However, it is remarkable that most of +the researchers
emphasized on academic and persomnel administration and pay less
attention on monetary and financial administration, student,
activities, buildfngs and community relation, only when the results of

the research were concerned.




Part. 4. The finding about administration by commiftee. Most of
the findings are enable to know the work performance of several
committees that the committee of primary school group camnnot perform
all of their assigned duties. But the committee of provincial
general education can work at the middle level and the commitiee of
individual primary school can perform their wérk in several matters at
the high level.

Part 5. The finding of other contexts concerning educational
administration. There were several findings in this part as the
development of educational administration, educational administration
resources, social and economics condition of parents or guardians
which affected to the achievement of student education, educational
investment condition and the index of waste education, the factors of
repea@ed class students and the factors of opportunity for further
study in M.S.1 including the’roles of personnel as primary school
t.eachers, teachers representing the Ministry of Education at the
Tambon or Sub-District level and military graduates from Prachulachom-
klaow Cadet Institution, for instance.
