The data are shown in form of percentage and the theory
concerned in this report is taken David Easton’ Systems Analysis. It
was found  that the level of living of villagers in this project,
indicated hy social, economic and public health indicators, is
relatively moderate. The problems and obstacle found in the project’s
implementation are as follow :

1. Problems caused by locally pressure groups.



2. Conflicts among villagers.
3. Villagers® misleading attitudes.
4. Roles of government. officers.

5. Villagers® awareness.
