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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to construct and investigate
the competency—based evaluation instruments for primary school
teachers in Chiang Mai Province. The research instruments were five
subtests of primary school teachers' competency-based included the
specific knowledge, teaching ability, community relation, personality
and attitude +towards +teacher profession and +then made the tests’
manual and used the instruments to evaluate the competencies of primary
school teachers in Chiang Mai Province.

The sample for surveying +the desirable characteristics of
competency-based were 200 of teachers, administrators and job partners'
of primary school +eachers in Chiang Mai Province. Subjects used
for the quality analysis of measurement instruments were 388 of
teachers, administrators, Jjob partners' of primary school teachers in

Chiang Mai Province and personels of Chiang Mai Provincial Educaticnal



office. The competency-based of primary school teachers in Chiang Mai
Province were assessed‘ using 600 teachers, administra@ors and Jjob
partners'.A

i, Five measurement instruments, considering by items,’ were
found to have face wvalidity, discrimination values were all significant
at  .001 level. Considering by subtests, the reliability .were
about .9i148 +to .9602.

2. The result of competency-based assessment of primary school
teachers in Chiang Mai Province on the specific knowledge, teaching
ability, community relation, and personality were all fair and good
levels, while the attitude +towards +teacher prqussion was dood to

excellent.
