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Abstract

The democratic propagation project at village level was set up
by the Ministry of Interior with the objective of dissermination of
political knowledge and understanding to the people in order to
support and strenghten the democratic way of life. The operational
method was the using of the democratic propagation team, each of which
was comprised of 4 officers. The project began its operation from
April 1991 to March 1992.

This independent study is focused on the results of the

democratic propagation project which was carried out in Payao province



in the aspects of the operational format, problems and obstacles of
the operation and the results of the project.

Phayao province was chosen to be the site of the study. Data
and information were gathered from 11 responsible officials both at
district and provincial levels and from 164 operational team officers
at village level including from 400 involved people. The study was
conducted during the period of general election on March 22, 1992.

The study finds that:

1. the operation of the project was carried out through +the
bureaucratic hierachy. The policy and the operational methods has
been determined by high ranking officials of the Ministry of Interior.

2. most of the operational methods were diving guidance to the
people about how to behave politically and were not intend to promote
the self made political participation. Most of the activities were
intended to forbid vote buying practices.

3. it is found that at the completion of the project, the
carried out operations in forbidding vote buying, in disseminating
political knowledge and in crutinizing 1local influencial persons
succeeded at intermidiate level where as activities in promoting
political consciousness and enhancing the standard of living of the
targeted people remained at low level.

4. the major problems and obstacles pf the project were
insufficient budget, bad selecting method of the operational teams and

limited operational time frame.
