The findings are

1., The congruity in the attitudes of the people and
the politicians is that most current city colncillors were
elected through vote-buying. The problems of vote-buying is
difficuit to scolve. But the election should be Jjust and
clean. The city mayor should finish bachelor’s degree. And

the present municipal administration fails to solve the

people’ s problems.



2. The incongruity in the attitudes of the people
and the politicians is that the former believe that the
level of wvoter turn-—out in the next election will be twice
higher whereas the latter thimk that it will remain the
same. Concerning the level of education of the cvouncil
members and the city councillors, the people think that they
should finish bachelor’s degree but the politicisns believe
that high school level is sufficient. In deciding to vote,
the people think that the electoreate should consider the
candidates’ .mersonalities but the politicans believe that

both personalities and political groupings should be taken

into account.
