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The purposes of this research were to design reading promotion
through writing activity plans for Prathom Suksa 5 students, to study
about. problems and obstacles occured while implementing the plans, and
to study about the students’ interest before, during and after using
the activities.

Twenty-three students studying in Prathom Suksa § during the
first semester of the a.ca;iemic year 1992 at Nantaram School, Saraphi
District, Chaing Mai are the population of this experiment.

Research tools consisted of eight Thai language lesson plans
which emphasized on reading promotion activities using writing to
stimulate the students’ positive reading habits, six plans of extra
reading activities, a problems and obstacles recording form, a
students’ .reading and 1library usage behaviofs cbservation form, and
the reading attitude test.



The researcher taught the students herself, using the reading
promotion activity plans, in Thai subject classes. Students’ lunch
time was spent for extra reading activities. Three weeks before the
experiment, the researcher observed the students’ 1library usage
behaviors. Their reading attitudes were also tested before the
instruction. The plans were implemented for six weeks until the
students could compose children books. Their reading and library
usage behaviors during the experiment were observed. The reading
attitude +test was again given to them as soon aé they finished their
lessons. The researcher further observed the students’ behaviors for
three more weeks after the experiment.

Research findings indicated that the students used library more
often and read more books than they used to do. Moreover, tihe
students’ total posttest scores were higher than the pretest ones.
This showed that the reading promotion through wriking activities

 approach could promote the students” reading attitudes and habits.
