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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to investigate  home
environment, and parents’ reasons in selecting schools, their expenses
and responsibily for their children education, and learning problems
of the children from peripheral districts attending primary schools in
Muang Chiang Mai municipal area.

The sample of this study comprised 245 Prathom Suksa 6 students
and their parents in 1994 academic year. Those studeﬁts were from
four schools under Office of the Private Education Commission and from
other two schools under the Office of National Primary Education
Commission. The instruments used for gathering data were two set®
of questionnaires for students and their parents. Data were analyzed-

by computiné percentages, averages, and standard deviations.




The findings were as follows:

1. Home environment. Most students lived with their parents in
the nuclear family which consisted of parents and one to three
children. Most parents chose schools for their children and provided
all expenses for them; school tuitions, educational materials, and
others. Most of them had education at bachelor degrees level.

2. Reasons of choosing schools. Students and their parents
expressed almost the same reasons in choosing schools: Schools with
teachers paying much attention to students; where administrators
actively managing instructional activities; Ilarger schools where
commutation being more convenience; where parents’ expectations of
having better experiences for their children. Those  schools
respectively ranked by children and parents as the most popular were:
The Montfort College Primary Section, The Prince Royal’s College,
Sacred Heart College, Anubaan Chiang Mai School, Dara Acadeny,
Regina Coeli School, Bhudhi Sopon School, Kumthieng Anusson School and
Chiang mai Christian School.

3. Students’ instructional problems. Most students found no
problems in learning with their peers in any experential area. Their
participations in school activities depended on appropriateness,
aptitudes, and interests of each student. They could adjust

themselves to school environments at the satisfactory level.
