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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the effects of two types of
Advance Organizer presentations on learning results in life experience area of
Prathom Suksa 4 students with different prior knowledge levels. Subjects were 50
students from Bansankampang school and 50 students from Watwaeruwan school.
The subjects were devided into high and low prior knowledge level, and were
assigned to one of the two experimental groups receiving either types of Advance
Organizer presentation: 1) a part presentation or 2) a whole presentation.

The results of this research were :
1. There was a significant interaction between different prior knowledge
levels and the types of Advance Organizer presentations at the .05 level. Then the

test of simple effect was conducted and the results were as follows:
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1.1 There was no significant difference between learning results of the
high prior knowledge level students receiving the part presentation
and the whole presentation.

1.2 There was a significant difference between learning results of the
low prior knowledge level students receiving the part presentation
and the whole presentation at the .05 level.

1.3 There was a significant difference between learning results of the
high and low prior knowledge level students receiving the whole
presentation at the .01 level.

1.4 There was a significant difference between learning results of the
high and low prior knowledge level students receiving the part
presentation at the .01 level.

2. There was no significant difference between learning results of the two
types of Advance Organizer presentations.
3. There was a significant difference between learning results of the high

and low prior knowledge level students at the .01 level.
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
