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The study on the above topic has the objectives in comparing
the types of garbage disposal of public and private sectors within the
areas of Chiang Mai’s municipality. Comparing factors are : garbage
collection facilities, sites of garbage dumping and garbage collection

methods.

The study’s selected samples are garbage truck drivers and
garbage collectors from 4 districts which are : Nakorn Ping, Gavila,
Mens Rai and Vichai. The sample size is 90 selected persons drawn from
enmployees and administrators from garbage disposal organizations of

both public and private sectors.




The study finds that Chiang Mai municipality collects garbage
twice a day per each garbage truck starting from 4 o’clock to 15
o’clock. Salable gargbage is extracted and the rest is disposed by
burying. Garbage collectors are provided with adequate garbade
collection tools such as bamboofcrates,‘rakes. brooms, gloves, rubber
shoes, shovels, etc. These tools are beneficial and- helpful in
increasinsg garbage disposal efficiency. But, as of now, Chiang Mai
minicipality still lacks permanent garbage dumping site which is the

most urgent problem at present.
