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Adstract
This independent study is aims attitudes of police officers
towords the election of provincial governors : a case study of Muang
districk, Chiang Mai province. The sample size is 289 which comprise

and 57 commissioned police officers.

The study’s main objective is to learn about the
samples’ attitudes impact and fearsibility of the proposed election
of governors by wusing the theories on decentralization of power

with 2 prime hypotheses which are :

1. Age, work duration, ranks, level of education and
positions bring about differences in attitudes towords the issue.

2. Police officers at all levels of rankings have tendency

to disagree with the proposal to elect governors.



The study finds that :

1. Age, ranking, levels of education and position of the
samples does not lead to such differences in attitudes but work
duration lead to differences in attitudes.

2. Polices offercers tend to disagree with the proposal to
elect governors unless the related laws have been corrected and
people ére well advised especially on the method of election.

3. Police officers agree that elected governors would have
leading role initiating and in solving delopment proplems. On the
other hand, appointed governors would be more knowlegeable in
administration and in coordination with other goverment organization

including in executing the goverment policy.

4. As for opinion towords administration, police officers
agree with every forms of local administration because they believe
that 1local administration can respond to every need of each locality
and can stimulate people’s political participation.

5. The police officers at all levels have the opinions
that if the elected governor, if would affect the roles of the
police works, promotion, raising salaries, and many other
opportunities, but if would not affect the work assignments and
rotution.

6. As the towns and cities are being developed rapidly,
thus creating more local problems. The elected governor who is likely
to be the 1local person who should know how to solve the problems

better than the governor from the centre.
