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ABSTRACT

Independent study entitled “1994 Fiscal Year Budget Allocation for the
Special Development Projects Proposed by the Members of Parliament: A Case
Study of Constituency 1, Chiang Mai” is dcsigned to study the procedures of
budget allocation, factors cffecting project operation, and results of budget
utilization according to the project. ~ The cohort of study consisted of the
members of parliament, chiefs of government agency, officers concemed,
Tambon headmen, village headmen, and people involving the projects in
Constituency 1, Chiang Mai Province. It is a descriptive study based on the

percentage of variables obtained from questionnaires to prove the results of study.



In addition, analysis was made of documents, interviewing, and observing project
prosecution. Research findings turned out as follows:

The majority ol respondents are males, whose age ranged {from 31 to 40
years. With Mathayom Suksa educational background, they knew the process of
project operation from documents and realized that the Members of Parliament
allocated budget according to the requirements of community, Kamnan and
village headman. They also found such project as instrumental in eclection
campaign. For them the budget of 5 million baht is fairly appropriate, while
government officials found it {o be reduced or folally cut. But Kamnan, headman
and the public wanted to it incrcased to 10-20 million baht.

The Special Development Projects proposed by the Members of
Parliament are still nccessary because they can quickly solve the problems of
people; they are supportive projects apart {rom regular budgets. The budget use
is also based on government rules and regulations, not oﬁ the requirements of the
Members of Parliament. However, respondents noled that friends or relatives of
- the Members of Parliament usually influenced project prosecution, which caused
trouble to project operators. Thus it is reasonable to request the Members of
Parliament to advice people concerned not to interfere with project works
rendered according lo the approved project. Their roles should be changed to
inspection of the budget use in collaboration with local people. In order to
improve its efficiency, details of proposed project should be carefully
investigated in order to prevent any alleration, which might delay project
prosecution. Moreover, it should be a project for solving social issues, not for
catering to individual demands without considering previous plan which was not
given financial support. And the Tambon Administrative Organization or

Tambon Council should be given an opportunity to participate in the project.



In the future the budget for this project should be passed over to the
Taribon Council instead of the Members of Parliament. It will help distribute
authority to the agency which has close contacts with people, thereby the

Members of Parliament will have more time to perform their legislative duties.
