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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to describe knowledge and
role expectancy regarding home health care and to ascertain the
relationship between knowledge and role expectancy regarding home
health care of professional nurses in the community hospitals in
region 6. The sample were 280 professional nurses worked in
community hospitals selected by using cluster sampling method. The
instruments, developed by the researcher, were composed of 3 parts:
part 1, demographic data; part 2, knowledge regarding home health
care; and part 3, role expectancy regarding home health care.

The content validity were assessed by 7 experts and internal



consistency reliability of knowledge regarding home  health
care part, evaluated by using Kuder-Richardson (KR-20), was 0.84
where as the internal consistency reliability of role expectancy
regarding home health care part, evaluated by using Cronbach alpha,
was 0.96. Data were analyzed in terms of frequency , percent,
the mean, standard deviation, range, and Pearson’s product moment
correlation coefficient.

The results of +the study showed that +the average scoré
of knowledge of professional nurses in the community  Thospitals
was at a moderate level (X¥= 18.98) and the average scores of role
expectancy regarding home health care of professional nurses for
the roles of nurse pracitioner, teacher, counselor, coordinator,
co-workers, supervisor, evaluator and developer, and researcher
were at a high level (X=3.93, 4.18, 4.02, 3.99, 3.98, 3.94, 3.81,
and 8.53, respectively). There was a gignificantly positive
relationship between knowledge and role expectancy regarding Thome
health care of professional nurses (e =.01). There was a
significantly positive relationship between knowledge and role
expectancy of the roles of mnurse pracitioner, co-workers, and
counselor. ( o =.01, .01, and .001, respectively). There was no
relationship between knowledge and role expectancy regarding
home health care of professional nurses as teacher, coordinator,

supervisor, evaluator and developer, and researcher.
