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Abstract

This study was aimed to investigate Prathom Suksa 6 students’
self-discipline concerning responsibility, self-confidence, self-control,
determination, and faithfulness, and also aimed to find oui correlation
hetween self-discipline and learning achievement. The sample of this
study inc]uded,165 Prathom Suksa six students {from those schools under
the Mae-Ai District Office of Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province.

The data were collected through the use of questionnaire for students
to evaluate their own level of self-discipline. The data were

statistically analysed by using the micro-computer program SpsS/PC .



The major findings were as follows :

1. Prathom Suksa 6 students demonstrated high level of
self-diséipline concerning faithfulness, self-confidence, determination,
responsibility, and self-control with their average scores of 1.75,
1.61, 1.58, 1.58 and 1.58 respectively.

2. The relationship between students’ self-discipline concerning
self-confidence, self-control, determination, faithfulness and students’

learning achievement were found statistically correlated at .001 level

of significance.
