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Abstract

Presenlty, a problem on criminal investigation in Thailand,
some concerned organization has not been completely authorized to deal
with their cases or to balance the investigation power in
proportional, therefore, its solutions operated on a measurement
directing the ministry of the Interior assigns provincial governors
and district directors as adminstrative officers who supervise some

cases authoritatively.
The goals of this study ara

1. To study the judicial system concerning the criminal

investigation in some Eurcpean countries and Thailand.
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2. To study the history and the development of Thailand’s
criminal investigation process with.the emphasis on the authorities of
the provincial governors and district directors.

3. To study attutudes towards roles and authorities of the
provincial governors and district directors in  the criminal
investigations of the following officials; provincial governors and
district directors, polices, public prosecutors, sudges, and lawyers.

4, To find the solution and suggestion for the problems
concerning roles and authorities of the provincial govenors and
district directors in criminal investigation.

5. To be a guideline the sutdying of criminal investigétion
in the future.

Data for this study are from relevant documents and servey data.

The documents and thos which relate to following issues;

1. Theorical perspective of criminal investigation in general.

3., Judicial system concerning criminal investigation in
England, The United States, France, Germany, Japan and Thaitand.

The servey data are the answers to the questionnaires of the
following samples; provincial governors and district directors (37),
polices (34), public prosecutors (18), judges (10), Tawyers (17)

A1l the samples are randomly selected from the Upper Northern
Thai Provinces. Besides the questionnaires, the data is also from the
in depth interviews of 5 district directors.

The analysis leads to the following conclusions :

1. The actual roles and authorities of the provincial

governors and district directors are much less than those stipulated

in the criminal investigation law.



2. The roles and authorities of the provincial governors and
district directors in the criminal investigation are still practical
and benificial to the society.

From the above conclusions, this study gives the following two
suggestions;

1. The provincial governors and district directors should
continue to have roles and authorities in criminal investigation
process. However, the implementations of their roles and authorities
need to be improved to make in more effective.

2, Outside the jurisdiction of Bangkok Metropolitan city, the
provincial governors and district director have the power to supervise
all the civil servants, but not the polices. This study suggests that
the polices should also be under the supervison of the provincal

governors and district directors.
