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Abstract

The objective of this independent study is to learn about the
voting behaviors of lecturers and officials of Chiang Mai University and
Masjo Institute of Agricultural Technology in 1995 Gereral Election.

Questionaires were used in gathering data. The samples include
327 lecturers and officials from Chiang Mai University and 171 from
Maejo Institute of Agricultural Technology. The data were analysed using
various statistical techniques.

The study finds that their voting behaviors are correlated with
the following factors :



1. Economic factors, personal economic interest and overall
economic interest show that the former correlation with voting behaviors,
but the latter did not show any correlation.

2. Psychological factors, civic duties correlation with voting
behaviors but not political efficiency and party’s identification.

3. Political factors, interested in politics, political
participation and political understanding correlation with voting
behaviors but not pelitical knowledge.

4. Socio-economic factors, sex, age, occupation, education,

income and domicile have no correlation with voting behaviors.
