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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to analyzed the path of relaticnship between behavioral
gcience variables and research productions of educators with Graduates who are working in Chiang
Mai Province. The samples were 254 educators who obtained the Master degree before 1993 and
- working in Chiang Mai province under the Ministry of University Affairs and the Ministry of
Education. They were selected by stratified random sampling technique. The independent variables
were divided into three groups according to the interaction models. The first group was the
personality traits variables which consisted -of achieVement motivation, internal-extemal locus of
control and s.eif—esteem. The second group was the situation variables which consisted of 5 basical
elements in research production ; knowledge, research graﬁts. time, facilities and social support,
The third group was the state characteristics which consisted of the variables in Theory of
Reasoned Action of Fishbein and Ajzen, burnout, work stress, and job satisfaction. Thé dependent
variable were research productions which were measured in terms of research productivity. The
instruments used for collecting data were questionnair and test which were analyzed by using
~ method of recursive ‘sy'stem path analysis by SPSS/PC+ and LiSREL 8 program. The finding were
as follows :

1. The characteristics of the new model which was consistent with the empirical data

were



1.1 intention and attitude towards research production which shows direct effect on
research production.

1.2 knowledge, internal-external locus of control, work stress, burnout and subjective
norm which had indirect effect on research production.

1.3 achievement motivation, research grants, Time, social support, and self-esteem
had both direct and indirect effecf on research production.

1.4 achievement motivation had the highest total effect on research production,
social support, intention, research grants, time, attitude toward research production, self-esteem,
subjective norm, burnout, knowledge, internal-external locus of control, and work stress had the
least total effect,

2. The results of commonaity analysis were found that 63.50 percent of variance of
research production was accounted for by all independent variables in model which consisted of
proportion of unique variance was 10.74 percent and proportion of common variance was 52.76
percent. And 36.50 percent of variance of research production shown in the rodel was not

accounted for by all independent variables in model.
