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Abstract

The purpose of this independent was to study Educational Reform
as Viewed by Educati_onal, Religious and Cultural Affairs Committees of Nan
Province . The Population of this study comprised 126 persons working at
the Educationai Religious and Cultural Affairs Committees of Nan Province.
The instrument in this study was an open - ended questionnaire about
the opinion and suggéstion in educational administration reform which
were the unity of educational administration, the decentralization of
educational administration and the community participation in educational
administration. The result of this study were as follow ;

1. The unity of educational administration. Most of the
population suggested that there should be only one office to administrate

education and the Educational, Religious and Cultural Affairs Committees



of Nan Province should have important roles as a department which can
define the law about educational reform or the law about educational
administration and the improvement of bureaucratic system in the Ministry
of education to be under the same administration faw by definihg the
educational  administration structure clearly supporting enough budget and
separating the educational function of the educational provincial office.
Beside these, the status of the administrative organization should be as an
enterprise.

2. The decentralization of educational administration.
Most of the committee agreed that the operation about personal budgeting
and curriculum should be decentralized to local office certainly by starting
from province to region and then to all over the country. There should
also be the human development such as administrators and instructors
so that they can have knowledge about curriculum. Besides these, the
government should let Non - government organization cooperate in
educational  governace and decentralize both authority in educational
administration and local administration with supported law . The leader
and committee of local educatiorial organization should have skifls and
knowledge in educational management by attending the seminar or workshop.
For the last sﬁggestion, most of the population said that the government
should support budget in Block Grant Model which should be also

checked and controlled by the government offices.



3. The community participation in educational administration.
Most of them suggested that in the present time, the community shouid
take part as the committee more than giving education dire&ly. The
administrators  should  highly have  educational leadership and  human
relationship | and should be the person who lives in local area or that
community. The other factories or organization should have been supported
to participate in educational administration and there should be the
definition of people participation about  education governance in the
constitution. Besides these,  the government should advocated the budget
increasing for the committee in each levels including the implement
sources of high technology tco. The community participation should be
in term of committee of honour person in province which has
appropriate  proportion  between .the performers instructors and honour
persons with obviously job description. The last suggestion were about
the curriculum improvement  which’ should be suitable for the needs
of community and the government should carry on the educational

reform conscientiously.
