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Abstract

This study examined current state of and sought guidelines
for improving student affairs administration in schools under the
Office of Chiang Khong District Primary Education, Chiang Rai Province.
The areas covered were those stipulated in the 1980 Primary Education
Act and other related rules and regulations. Principals and student
affairs head teachers of all 33 schools in the District, totalling 66,
comprised key informants. A checklist questionnaire was used to cbtain
needed information.

Findings were as follows :

As regards the current state of student affairs administration

it was found that all 33 schols had carried out officially prescribed



activities since most principals and head teachers, in service for
more than 15 years, were quite familiar with the task.

All schools in varying degrees provided their students with
nutritious lurlchés, but only 63.63% of the respondents said schools
could provide the service to all students on the daily basis because of
insufficient budget. Counseling services in all schools were not yet
systematic and consistent. Compiling and keeping current individual
students’ background information/data were reported done by 81.81% of the
respondents. This was so because responsible persomnel lacked proper -
knowledge and understanding. Furthermore, serious monitoring and
evalﬁation was also lacking. |

Welfare services for needy stuadents, while quite impressively
comprehensive, did not reach all of them. And in some cases they were
not really relevant to their needs. The least conducted instructional
promotion activity was field tripping since obtaining a permission
to do so was time consuming and quite complicated. Only 39.39% of the
respondents said schools carried out this activity. Moreover, the budget
for this purpose was lacking and most students were poor.

As regards school-alumi relations activities although the
schools did carry out quite a lot, many problems were still -
encountered. ~ For examples, responsible personnel were lacking,
teachers were already assigned too many tasks, etc. Therefore, they
were organized only when time and occasions permitted. Or they were

prompted by commmity festivals.
