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Abstract

The objective of this study was to investigate the attitudes towards teaching
profession of private primary school teachers in Muang Chiang Mai District.

The sampie in this study was 248 private primary school teachers stratified
random selected from 16 private primary schools in Muang Chiang Mai District, Chiang
Mai province, during the academic year 1996.

The attitude test was applied to the sample and the collected data were analysed
by computing percentages, averages, standard deviations and frequencies. The findings

were presented by tables and detailed description.




The results of this study were as follows: male and female teachers attitudes
towards teaching profression were considered as favorable in all six aspects namely;
the promoting and developing knowlege, the characteristics of teacher professioh. the
status of teachers, the conformly to teachers’ code of conducts, the cooperate of

teachers and the professional’s security and judgment.
