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Abstract

Khlong Mae Kha is a natural Khiong which runs through the center of Chiang
Mai. It has a significant history as it is one of seven speciousness sites of the city. At
present, Khlong Mae Kha has become a sewer from people who live on both sides of the
Khlong.

The study’s important aim is to learn about the origin of each pollutant and the
quality of water as well as setting up regulations and management plans in dealing with
the quality of water and landscape by means of documentary study.

Many problems were found from the study, namely: landscape, construction
works by municipality, budget and people cooperation.

To sustainably develop Khlong Mae Kha, it is recommended from the results of
this study that:(1) governmental and private sectors must take action in educating the
people on the environment issues;(2) legal measurements as well as environmental
information must be effectively enforced and disseminated to the public; and (3) local

political power should be employed in Khlong Mae Kha management.
