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Abstract

This study was conducted to find out the relationship between family
support and medical compliance in tuberculosis patients. The sample of this study
was the 151 registered tuberculosis patients of the Tuberculosis Control Center 10
Chiang Mai, 1996 fiscal year. The samﬁ!e was selected by using simple random
sampling with replacement technique. Data were collected by using questionnare
and were analysed by descriptive statistics. The Pearson Product Moment
Correlation Coefficient was used to determine the correlation.

The results of the study showed that 57% of the samples considered

family support as high while 43% of the samples considered family support as low.




They also revealed that they recieved high emotional support, high acceptance
support and high financial, facility and service support but low information support.
62.3% of the samples indicated high medical compliance whereas 37.7% indicated
low medical compliance. Thus, the correlation between family support and medical
compliance in tuberculosis patients was positively related and statistically significant
{p < 01, r=022).

This study indicated that the family members, especially spouse and
children, waere the ones who provided the support in caring and counseling to the
tuberculosis patients when they had problems. Therefore, Public Health persone!

should realise these roles and also provide advice and health education to them also.
