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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to study the determinants of intentions to heroin
absiinence among the intravenous heroin users by applying Ajzen’s and Fishbein Theory of
Reasoned Action. The population studied were 80 intravenous heroin users which was drawn
by purposive sampling, they were under the treatmeni at Northern Drug Dependence
Treatment Center. Data were collected by using the questionnaires developed by the
investigator and analyzed by using frequency, percentage and multipie regression analysis.

The results showed that the subjective norms was the determinants of intentions to
heroin abstinence among intravenous heroin users (B = .46, P < .0001), but the attitudes
toward abstinence was not related with the intentions to be abstinented. It revealed that the
successful of the heroin users to be abstinented was influenced by the subjective norms.
Therefore, the therapists should be emphazised at the development of strengthening the
relationship between the heroin users and their relatives which would be more positive

influenced on their intentions to be abstinented.
