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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to compare the English
reading comprehension and speaking ability of students teught through
the KWL - Plus technique and the teacher’s menual technique. The
subjects were 104 Mathayom Suksa 5 students taking the English Reading
and Writing level A course (English 025) in the second semester of the
academic year 1996 at Semakkhiwitthayakom School, Chiang Rai Province.
They were divided into two groups : the experimental group and the
control group. Each group consisted of 92 students. The researcher
taught the experimental group through the KWL-Plus technique, and the
control group through the teacher’'s manual technique for 8 weeks.
After that, their reading comprehension and speaki'ng ability were




tested. As for testing of their speaking ability, 20 students from the
experimental group and the control group were randomly selected. The
test scores of the reading comprehension and speaking ability were
statistically analyzed by t-test.

The results were as follows :

1. The English reading comprehension 'scor‘es of students in the
experimental group were significantly higher than those of the control
group at the level of .01.

2. The English speaking ability scores of students in the
experimental group were significantly higher than those of the control
group at the level of .01
