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Abstract

Ethnobotany of the Kha_mu Eawa and H'tin in Some Areas of Nan Province was
conducted to record and compare the traditional usage of plants consumed in their daily life.
The process of collecting data included the interviewing information related to the local
name, the method of preparing and using these plants. The collected specimens were
identified to species by available references and in comparison to the species in the
Herbarium of the Royal Forest Department and Queen Sirikit. Botanical Garden. The
specimens were ‘dépositcd at the Ethnobotany Resecarch Section of Biology Department,
Faculty of Science, Chiangmai University. Areas of field studied of Khamu, Lawa and H'tin
are Bann Nam Lu, Bann Tei Glang and Bann Ja Lang respectively. The research took place
during June 1995-July 1996.

The result indicates 85 families 199 genera and 232 species are used and simply
classified into 5 groups as medicinal plants, edible plants, housing plants, economic plants and
plants of miscellancous uses. There are 165, 126 and 97 species used by Khamu, Lawa and
H'tin respectively. Majority usage of these plants in all three villages are foods or edible

plants.
