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Abstract

The purpose of this research to study the time spent in
ad_ministration of the Department of Gereral Education School
Administrators, Chiang Rai Province. The research covering the seven
key areas and compare the time spent in administration of all levels.

The population in this study were 43 persons in administration
of the Department of General Education School Administrators,
Chiang Rai Province.

The tasks into seven key areas of the time
spent that the Administrators performed were ranked as follows: The
school business, student affairs, gereral management, school plant,
academic affairs, school-commnity relations, and school services. The
