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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to construct and to use exercises for
pronouncing and writing words with alveolar final stops for Prathom Suksa 2
students who speak Thai as a second language and to compare the achievement
of pronouncing and writing words with alveolar final stops before and after being
faught.

The developed exercises for pronouncing and writing words with aiveolar
final stops for Prathom Suksa 2 students who speak Thai as a second language
were tried on 30 Prathom Suksa 2 students from BanMai-Nong Bua school and Hauy
Pai school in the second semester of academic year 1996. The subjects studied
were 12 Prathom Suksa 2 students from San-ti Wa Na school. The research
instruments consisted of (1) 15 exercises for pronouncing and writihg words with
alveolar final stops. (2) Pronouncing and writing words tests. Data analyzed by using
t-test and 60/60 criteria.

The findings of this research were as follows :

1. The 15 constructed exercises help improve ability in pronouncing and writing
words with alveolar final stops of Prathom Suksa 2 student who speak Thai as a second
language. The effectiveness of the exercises was higher than the set 60/60 criteria.

2. The learning.achievement of pronouncing and writing words with alveolar

final stops of students improved at a significant level of 0.01
