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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study dramatic arts activities learning achivement of
Prathom Suksa 4 students taught by two types of remedial teaching on the “Fon - Ngeaw™ lesson.
The subjects were 16 students of academic ysar 1997 from Ban Mae-Tom school under Omkoi District
Primary Education Office, Chiang Mai Povince. Subjects were devided into two groups by random
sampling. First group had a remedial teaching via video tape while the second group had a remedial
teaching by peer tutoring. After they were taught remedial teaching for 12 periods. They were assessed
by dramatic arts activities observation form. Data were analysed by using percentage.

The results were as follows: (1) The students who had a remedial teaching via video tape
were passed 80 percent of all objectives. (2) The students who had a remedial teaching by peer
tutoring were passed 80 percent of all objectives. {3) The students who had two types of remedial

teaching had learnt and had more dramatic arts activities earning achivernent higher than the criterion.
