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Abstract

The main objectives of this study were to study the concepts, methods, conditions of
the integrated activities of formal, nonformal, and informal education of Thai Rat Wittaya 79
(Ban Nong Arb Chang), as an educational opportunity extension school in Sob Tia sub-
district, Jomtong district, Chiang Mai Province. The researcher collect data from
documentary éource. field observations, and interviews from teachers, students, local
leaders, local wisdom people, and concerned people. The main issue of data was on the

integrated educational activities of the school.

The collected data were then analysed, grouped and checked for a
completion. Then, a description was written as a report of this study. The results of this study
were as follows:

The concepts of integrated activities as conducted by the school were found

as applying three types of education - formal education, nonformal education, and informal



education. A change in organizing educational activities was found within the concepts
derived from the educational administrators, teachers, students, and related people such as
local wisdom people within the community. Such change was to be more aware of the
application of integrating nonformal education and informal education with formal educational
system to meet the learning needs of the students and community.

Methods of the activity integration was conducted by the school as that it
used formal educational activities as the main programmes, integrated by nonformal and
informal education activities. The. community's members such as local wisdom people,
governmental and private corganizations, and concerned personnels should take closer
participation in such activities. The learning and teaching processes of the three educational
types should be responding to the learners’ needs.

The conditions of such educational integration consisted of as follows: (1)
wider visions of the educational administrators in getting more involvement from the local
wisdom people and community in such educational activity integration; (2) teachers’ ability in
organizing educational activities in response to the curriculum and students’ needs, and also
in initiating.the students’ learning behaviours without any space limitation whather in or out of
their classrooms. Such new knowledge gained by the students from various sourbes of
information would encourage the students’ continuous learning experiences. Local wisdom
people were found being able to transfer their experience and knowledge {o the students
sustainably within the community. Moreover, the community participation in advising and

assisting the school’s educational activities was found respond to the community needs.
