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Abstract

The objective of the research was to study the opinions of police investigators on their
code of ethics. Sampling units are taken from investigators in the ranks of inspectors
and subinspectors of Chiang Mai provincial police. Research methodology is quantitative
analysis. The hypothesis is that ages, educational institues they graduated from, and the
attention of the commanders, relate to the opinions of the investigators on their code of ethics
in performing duties.

Research results reveal that there are no statistical differences between ages,
educationsl institues they graduated from, and the attention of the commanders og their code
of ethics in performing duties. The three groups of investigators have resemble opinions.
They are not sure whether the code of ethics will be followed well or put into force seriously.
Baut the investigators generally agree with the investigators’ code of ethics. That means the

investigators still follow the code of ethics in performing duties.



The investigators agree in the average level that the obstacles to the
investigators’ following the code of ethics are the outside influence, paying no
attention on the code of ethics, people having more freedom, putting no faith in their job,
putting their faith in the code of ethics too much, and having an interest concerned.

As for the ways to improve the code of ethics such as emphasizing the
important of code of ethics better than rules and regulations, commanders paying
attention by establishing code of ethics and punishing those who infringe the code of ethics,
and letting people share in examining, the investigators trend to agree with them in the high

level,
