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Abstract

This study was an attempt to assess the educational quality
assurance performance of educational opportunity expansion schools
affiliated to the Office of Mase Cham District Primary Education, Chiang
Mai Province. Those providing -needed information/data for the
assessment. were 134 administrators and teachers of all 13 such schools
in the District. They were asked to respond to the questionnaire
containing items relevant to the topic. Collected data were subsequently
analyzed by using percentage.

Findings were as follows:

As regards educational quality assurance policy, information
system and planning, most questionnaire respondents reported that their
schobls had such policy and performed certain activities considered

within the domain of information system and.-planning. Amost half of



them were of the opinion that scheools héd actually carried out projects
or activities aimed at solving the problems of unaccounted for or
unrecruited children and student dropouts. Most of them also reported
that schools had dorne relevant public felations, campéigns and continued
school ing guidance work; provided services aiding deprived students in
the forms of clothing, food and learning materials. Moreover, almost
half of them (1/3) reported that schools had organized earn-while-you
learn activities for students while most of them felt schools had
followed-up on the issues of unrecruited children and student dropouts.
More than half were of the opinion that schools had received budgetary
support from higher units while almost one~third were not certain

whether school had received such support or not.
