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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to develop the mathematics programmed instruction
for Prathom Suksa 5 low mathematics achievers, to study the learning achievement of
Prathom Suksa 5 low mathematics achievers whe learned through the mathematics
programmed instruction.

The samples selected by simple random were 29 Prathom Suksa 5 students who
had the division of fractions scores lower than 60% criteria of learning objectives in 1998
academic year at The Prince Royal’s College. The independent study instruments were three
books of mathematics programmed instruction and mathematics achievement test. The
data analyzed by using percentages and t-tést.

The findings of this independent study were as follows:

1. The division of fractions programmed instructioh books were developed for
Prathom Suksa 5 low mathematics achievers. There were 3 booklets:

1. The fraction devided by a whole number.
2. The whole number devided by a fraction.
3. The fraction devided by a fraction.

2. The pre and post achievement scores were significantly different at the ievel of .01.
