Abstract

This study was aimed to investigate opinions of parents concerning involvement in
Ban Mae Lu school affiliated to the Office of Long District Primary Education, Phrae
Province, and concerning their encouragement and support given to their children. The
population of this study included 60 parenis of students from Ban Mae Lu primary school.
The structured interviews was applied in collecting of data which were then computed through
frequencies, percentages, and averages according to items and topics of their contents.

The major findings were as follows:

1. Opinions concerning parents’ involvement. Most parents participated in the school
semester meeting, they agreed to provide students opportunities in learning whenever
possible. Most learning resources available to students included; orchards, vegetable and
herbal gardens, and nurseries. They wanted the school to organize activities supporting
learning for their children such as providing information concerning choices for careers,
guidance for further education. They also wanted the school to offer extra teaching for
students, and would like to take part in the fund—raising programs of the school. In addition,
they wanted the school to provide services and helps for communities such as; introducing
good~income occupations, health services, showing advanced and appropriate technology
and lending materiais and equipment, as well as offering public to use school’s grounds and

buildings.



Problems and obstacles of school involvement of parents included lack of time due to
their occupations, and poor families. Parents involved Iéss in school activities including;
donation for school lunch, sch_ool budgetary and financial management, evaluation of school
performances, and suggestions to teachers in organizing activities.

2. Opinions concerning support for students’ learning. Most parents wanted to
cooperate with schools in supporting students’ good behévior. They would like to help their
children in working with their homework under teachers’ guidance. They also would like to
encourage good behavior of their children according to the school rules, ans wanted them be

free to think righteously.
