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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to survey and to compare the opinions of the
instructors of the design course for a diploma level at Rajamangala Institute of Technology with
those of designers who graduated from this institutes whether the design curriculum shoutd be
developed by using principles of sustainable development.

The subjects used in this study were 109 instructors of design course at 6 campuses
of Rajamangala Institute of Technology, namely: Northern Technical, Northeastern, Phochang,
Bangkok Technical, Uthenthawai and Chumphom Kate Udomsak, and 18 designers from 6
branches: industrial, textile, interior decoration, ceramics, printed and package and jewelry. The
instrument used was 2 questionnaire asking for four main views. Those views were The |
importance, suitability, necessity, and form of curriculum Data were analyzed through use of
percentages, means, standard deviations. comment given by the subjects was analyzed in
description.

The results of this study showed that instructors and designers agreed with each
other about the design curriculum should be improved to sustainable design curriculum. were as
follows:

1. Regarding suitability. the course should include morals, culture, technology and
environmental conservation which are the main point of sustainable development and are suitable
of design curriculum,

2. Necessity and needs. It was necessary to improve the curriculum because of
current social and environmental problems and it was needed for having curriculum that would
build good attitudes toward the environment and culture, including a learning process using

appropriate materials that can be worthily recycled.



3. Regarding the form of the curriculum. The sustainable development course
should be offered for basic requirement course with not less than two hours per semester. The
course should be offered in the first semester in the first year of the program

The two groups suggested that it should be informed the administrative staff and
owners related enterprises in order for them to understand the benefits of using principles of
sustainable development including taking care of environment. Further more, the advantage of
sustainable development should be extended to others involved in design so that the principles of

sustainable development would be implemented.
