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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to examine the factors affecting sex-related behaviors of
Hmong adolescents. The samplé of this study selected by using Multi-stage Sampling
consisted of 316 Hmong adolescents between the ages of 13-19 years énd outside the school
system. Data were gathered through interviews. The statistics used for analysis included
percentage, mean Cramer s V and Chi-square test.

The research findings were as fallows :

1. The sample group were 54.5 % of males and 46.5 % of females. The average
age was 16 years. The most frequent term of sex-related behavior was found ir_x verbal and
mental communication (65.2 %) and the lowest term was self-masterbation (18.0 %}. Males
(53.3 %) had sexuval intercourse and females (15.0 %) did, too. They (76.8 %) had the sexual
intercourse with their lovers, but only 20.5 % of them used condoms.

2. The factors which correlated to sex-related behaviors at the significant level of .05
were age, sex, occupation, knowledge, migration experience, sexual value, sex stimulation, and
being inclined to sex by peers.

3. The factors which didn’t have correlation to sex-related behaviors were education of

sexuality, and attitude towards sex.
