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ABSTRACT

The research on the movement of the private organization regarding the natural
environment conservation : the case of the Nature Conservancy Club contains 2 purposes : to
study the movement of the Nature Conservancy Club regarding the natural environment in
Thailand, and to study the operational mode with regard to the social movement context and
the natural environment conservation.

Samples used in the study were members of the Nature Conservancy Club. The
study was divided into 2 main groups : members who were the club committee members and
the general members. Each group consisted of 5 members there were a total of 10 persons/
samples. The methods of study were that of a qualitative research, the unstructured interview
and participatory observation of the field activities of the Nature Conservancy Club, including
studying the relevant documents and researches.

The study concluded that the reasons for establishing the Nature Conservancy Club
was because of the feeling that an improper tour and travel had a high chance of destroying
the nature. One ought to make use of tourism to benefit natural conservation. This should be
directed by a strategy of organizing educational tours in order to teach people to coexist with
nature. The said purpose originated activition on ecotourism, members meeting to provide
technical knowledge and organizing youth camps. Regarding the creation of awareness
among children so that they would realize the significance of the environment, the Nature

Conservancy Club took the roles of providing knowledge and understanding to members and
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youth on nature or ecology and how to live with nature. These were carried out through the
coordination with private organizations with the same goal in order to exchange knowledge
and experiences regarding conservation in a broader and encompassing scope.

The movement of the Nature Conservancy Club regarding the natural environment
conservation was the propagation of the basic knowledge on the ecology and the natural
resources conservation to members and interesting the public through field activition in order
to give members changes to get the first hand express and learn about nature themselves.

The Nature Conservancy Club carries out its work unofficially. It is a voluntary
work. So there is a time limitation for the members who had to use their free time from their
routine work. The club operated with a democratic administration. Members who are on the
committee had the rights to express their opinions in the meeting provided that it complied

with reason and the principles of the club.
